Statement of purpose. The students must explain their interest in participating in the
program - Translated in Spanish.

Recommendation letter from a professor of your home institution— Translated in Spanish.

Proof of Spanish Language Proficiency (B1) for those whose language is different than
Spanish.

Proof od English Language Proficiency (B1) if a class you are planning to take is taught
in this language.
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The home institution will have to send the student’s required documents
through the email mov.enfrada@uacj.mx in a single PDF file.

The number of subjects to be taken in virtual mode will be according to the
internal announcement of each institution of origin.

In face-to-face mode, the minimum number of subjects to participate is 3
(three) for undergraduate and full load for postgraduate or what is estab-
lished by the Institution of origin.

Student’s applications will be received by the national and international Higher
Education Institutions (HEls) from bilateral collaboration agreements and
collaboration consortiums with the UACJ.

The number of students accepted will be as established by the agreement,
participation consortium, or available places in the academic offer.

The UACJ will not charge the participant student with any cost related to
registration, ID number, or academic certificates, according to the reciprocity
among participant HEIs.

The participant students in the program must be registered in their home
institution.

The period of stay is for one semester with the possibility of extension of up to one
year.

In-person modality will be developed in mandatory compliance with the health
regulations and measures issued by the competent authorities.

In the case of virtual mode, all the courses and activities that make up the
catalog of the academic offer will be 100% virtual and may not involve
face-to-face activities. This condition also covers teaching materials and other
resources associated with the courses or subjects offered.
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Once the student is accepted, they must have travel medical insurance that
covers: life insurance, funeral service for repatriation of remains (if international),
medical expenses, and hospitalization for coronavirus (COVID-19). Medical
insurance is mandatory, without excepfion. Travel medical insurance must
comply with the following:

It must be issued by an insurance company (not a bank).
It must be issued as service insurance, not a reimbursement one.

Policy and payment receipt digitally send to this office at least two weeks
before entering the city.

It must be paid in full and must expire at least two weeks after the stipulated
date of return to their place of origin.

You must have this insurance regardless of having social security, public, or
free insurance provided by scholarship organizations that do not comply
with the provisions.

If said insurance does not meet the established requirements in terms of
coverage, service, and duration, the stay will be canceled immediately and
informed to their institution.

The insurance company can be of your choice, but it must offer what was
requested.

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the UACJ has implemented an arrival protocol
for Exchange students. This protocol intends to maintain your health. Once you
have been accepted, the information on this protocol will be delivered to you.
The modality of the program might change from on-campus to virtual if the

health authorities indicate if.
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Foreign students must adhere to the requirements established by the Foreign
Secretary, the Mexican Consulate General and the National Institute of Migration.
